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Council Highlights of 1-9-12

Formation of Call Committee — Jeff put forth the question are we ready at Grace to form a Call Committee? Some
thought it was too soon; that 2-3 months were needed for grieving. The majority felt it was time to begin a discussion
about it now, as February will be three months.
Discussion:
1. Should anyone interested be allowed to sign up for the Call Committee?
Council chose to require that any candidate must be nominated by someone, and cannot be anonymous. A form with some
information about the candidate will be developed. Any voting member can serve, if nominated.
2. Council needs to determine demographic and decision categories to guide the selection of Call Committee members.

The results are then reported
to the Council.

5. How do we know when we are ready to proceed? We will continue these discussions in February and March. The
Constitution requires six voting members on the Call Committee. Council has the final determination of the members.
Action:We agree to discuss the above points further in Feb

S u n d a ex steps— Per December Council meeting —what items about Grace need further discussion?
1. Some people have suggested one traditional service and one Praise service during this time of transition. This
could foster greater unity and it can be reconsidered once we call a Senior Pastor.
2. Points made that whatever steps are taken that we carefully consider who is or would be affected; e.g. Sunday
School, Music, congregation, offerings, utilities, worshippers, etc.

At its meeting in January, Council approved installation of induction loops in the sanctuary and in the
chapel—in order to improve sound quality for individuals who use a hearing-assist device.

An induction loop transmits sound from the existing sound system directly to hearing-assist devices, devices
such as hearing aids and cochlear implants. Becausetheloop-s y st em uses the | istene
sounds that are heard are corrected for his or her own hearing loss. Most modern hearing-assist devices contain a
telecoil that will connect with the loop-system either automatically or with the press of a switch on the device.

Grace' s cur r e rssistdewces toaebeivea sigmat diractly fragn the sanctuary sound system.
However, they increase the | oudness of all sound
hearing loss. A person with a high-frequency hearing loss, for example, could bring the loudness of high-frequency
sounds up to an appropriate level but that would make low-frequency sounds uncomfortably loud.
